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My Guatemala Experience
by Sis. Teresa K. Lowe

Be careful what you ask of
God and be ready to receive
His answer!

Ever asked the Lord for
something and when He al-
lows it, it seems so surreal?
Here is my testimony! |
prayed to the Lord to allow
me to show Him a deeper
sense of service, service to
Him in a way that | will al-
ways remember, that will
hold special meaning for me
throughout my life, as | re-
flect on my commitment to
Him. After asking this of
Him, He provided me with a
wonderful opportunity, a mis-
sion trip to Guatemala. On
January 25- February 4,
2008, | joined 18 other volun-
teers (being acquainted with
only one of them) to be a part
of a mission project of three
building teams needed to
construct a sanctuary for the
people of a small, remote vil-
lage named Pabeya to wor-
ship the Lord! The way the
opportunity unfolded was
God sent indeed! On Novem-
ber 27, 2007, the day before
my 46th birthday and less
than two months from the
date of the trip, my prayer
was answered. In less than
two months, the Lord allowed
all things to come together for
the trip. | was abundantly
blessed with enough financial
support for my required fees,
supplies, immunizations, and
other items for the trip, with
the help of my Pastor, Bishop
Alphonzo Lowe, my church
family, New Light Refuge
Temple of the Apostolic Faith

WOTC, my family, friends,

and co-workers. Pabeya,
Guatemala, is very rural and
removed from any economic
progress. It has subtropic,

jungle-like climate, with all

the critters that come with

such - mosquitoes, scorpions,
spiders, and yes, | experi-
enced them alll The people of
Pabeya speak a Mayan dialect
called Quiche and some can
speak Spanish; very few
speak English. In short, Pa-
beya is a worldly removed,
but faithful community with

great need, many children,
and lack of work for adults.

The church in the village,
Iglesia Evangelica Metodista
La Voz De Jehova, had ex-
isted for 25 years and had
outgrown its membership, as
well as being in disrepair.
Our mission was to provide a
new sanctuary for the spiri-

tual health and development
of Godés peopl
corner of the world. The
church  would also allow
space for educational endeav-
ors for the people. During my
short stay, | lived, worked,

and worshipped with the peo-
ple of Pabeya. | was tremen-
dously blessed, each day pro-
viding opportunities for my

spiritual growth and renewal.

| learned so much from the
people of Pabeya. It was truly
a blessing to observe and en-
counter their sense of unity
and loyalty to each other and

most importantly, to the
Lord! | also gained much
from interacting, working,

worshipping, and fellowship-

ping with my building team
members. The team was very
diverse in age, ethnicity, and
socioeconomic class. The age
range of the group was 1676
years of age and 11 of the 18
team members were experi-
encing missionary work for
the first time. Despite our
differences, our common
bond was the love of the Lord
and the dedication and com-
mitment to the project as a
way to serve Him! After ten
days, our team had con-
structed the sanctuary from
the foundation to the comple-
tion of three walls, laying a
total of 1,300+ cement
blocks! This was an incredible
accomplishment, in that all
the work was performed
manually - the framing, the
carpentry, the mixing and
making of mortar, the laying
of the cement, etc. The major-
ity of the team had little to no

eprevious experiencerire coo-t e

struction, brick masonry, or

carpentry. Our team worked
until all of the building sup-

plies had been used! The next
two mission building teams
scheduled for this project will
pick up where the other team
finished. The entire project,
the full construction of the
sanctuary, is targeted for
completion in July 2008. |
