African-American Athletes 

in Olympic History 

 

George Poage (1880ñ1962) 

As the first black athletics 

medalist, George Poage has a 

special place in Olympic his-

tory.  When Poage was three 

years old his family moved to 

LaCrosse, Wisconsin, where 

his father obtained a position 

as coachman to a wealthy lum-

berman in that town.  In 1899, 

George Poage became the first 

black student to graduate from 

LaCrosse High School, after 

which he entered the Univer-

sity of Wisconsin, graduating 

from there in 1904.  While a 

senior at Wisconsin he set 

another first by being the first 

black athlete to be invited to 

become a member of the Mil-

waukee AC.  Poage was out-

standing for Wisconsin in dual 

meets and set collegiate re-

cords of 49.0 for 440-yard and 

25.0 for the 220-yard hurdles. 

At the 1904 Olympics, Poage 

was eliminated in the heats of 

the 60-meter dash before he 

won his two medals.  Immedi-

ately following the Games, 

Poage took up a teaching post 

at Charles Sumner High 

School in St. Louis and re-

mained there until 1914, when 

he returned to Minnesota and 

purchased a quarter section, 

which he farmed until 1920.  

He then moved to Chicago, 

briefly worked in the restau-

rant business, and then was an 

employee of the post office 

for 27 years before retiring.  

He died on April 11, 1962, in 

Chicago.

In June 2006, he received a 
vision from God to go forth and form a 
music ministry that would help bring 
about a spiritual change through worship 
and praise, while yet seeking to change 
lives and bring hope to a dying world 
through his preaching ministry.   

As a singer and worship leader, Min. Bull 
has been afforded opportunities to use his 
dynamic vocal abilities to sing at events 
along with many gospel legends.   He is co
-host of the òChris Allen & Derrick Bull 
Gospeló radio show on 540 AM/98.5 FM, 
which airs every Saturday evening in ma-
jor markets of South and North Carolina.  
Min. Bull is the winner of the 2008 Caro-
lina Inspirational Gospel Music Awards 
(C.I.G.M.A.) òMale Vocalist of the Yearó. 
Min. Derrick Bull & Remnant held its first 
live CD recording on January 30 and 31, 

2009, and the 
project entitled 
òHeart of a 
Worshipperó 
was released 
nationally Janu-
ary 22, 2010.   

Min. Bull pres-

ently serves as 

the Vice-President of the Youth Depart-

ment at St. Matthewõs United Church, 

Apostolic; International Vice-President of 

the Youth Department for the United 

Churches of Jesus Christ, Apostolic; and 

as co-founder of the Carolina Apostolic 

Gospel Music Workshop.  His motto is 

òIn Crete to Create,ó based on the scrip-

ture Titus 1:5: òFor this cause left I thee in 

Crete, that thou shouldest set in order the 

things that are wanting.ó  His preaching 

and music ministry is compassion-driven, 

and radically committed to creating a wor-

ship experience for every soul through 

holiness and excellence, with hope that 

people may accept God and enter into a 

personal relationship with Him.  

Stevie earned the 

distinction of being on the Superintendentõs (A) honor roll for both grading periods during 

this school term.

William DeHart Hubbard 

(1903ñ1976) was born in 

Cincinnati, Ohio, on Novem-

ber 25, 1903.  Before entering 

Walnut Hills High School, he 

attended both Douglass 

School and Stowe School.  

After graduation from Walnut 

Hills, Hubbard attended the 

University of Michigan where 

he competed in track and field 

events.  In 1924, Hubbard 

participated in the Olympic 

Games in Paris.  He won the 

gold medal for the running 

long jump, becoming the first 

African-American to win an 

Olympic gold medal in an 

individual event. 

After graduating from UM in 

1927, Hubbard took a job as a 

supervisor of the Department 

of Colored Work for Cincin-

nati's Public Recreation Com-

mission.  He worked for the 

Recreation Commission until 

1941 when he became man-

ager of Valley Homes.  In 

1942, Hubbard moved to 

Cleveland, OH, to work for 

the Federal Public Housing 

Authority.  He retired in 1969 

and died in Cleveland, OH, in 

1976.

Minister John O. Green was born in 
Durham, NC, the second child of six chil-
dren. He was raised and educated in the 
public school system of Paterson, NJ.  
During his high school years, he moved 
back to North Carolina with his grand-
mother and graduated from Warren 
County High School in Warrenton, NC. 

After graduating from high school, he 
furthered his education by obtaining a 
Bachelor of Science Degree in Business 
and an Elementary Teaching Certificate 
PreK-6 from Elizabeth City State Univer-
sity.  He pursued and received two addi-
tional teaching certificates from Long-
wood University in the areas of Special 
Education. He continued with his educa-
tion and completed a Master of Education 
in School Administration and Leadership 
from Cambridge College in Cambridge 
MA, and starting a Doctorate Degree 
in Education.  Min. Green has been in 
education for a total of 18 years. He has 
taught elementary and middle school for 
14 years and served as a school adminis-
trator for four years.  He is presently certi-
fied in the following areas of education:  
Elementary Education PreK-6, Special 
Education, Learning Disabled K-12, Spe-
cial Education, Emotionally Disturbed K-
12, Basic Business 9-12, and School Prin-
cipalship K-12 grade.  Presently, he serves 
as a high school vice principal. 

Min. Green was 
filled with the 
Holy Ghost in 
1988 while tour-
ing with the Col-
lege Gospel Choir 
in New York 
City.  He was in 
search of a 
church that can 
continue to light 
the fire that had 
been started in him after returning home.  
He was pointed in the direction of 
Greater Ransom WOTCC where he was 
baptized in Jesus name and has been un-
der the leadership of Bishop Johnny 
Alston for 19 years.  Being under the lead-
ership of Bishop Alston, he now knows 
that holiness without no man shall see the 
Lord and was called to preach the gospel. 

Min. Green is presently married to the 
former LaTonya Fulton from Kingstree, 
SC, and has been blessed with two beauti-
ful daughtersñShekinah Arlene Green 
and Tamira Jonai Green. 

For everything I have obtained in life, I give Jesus 
all the praise, glory, and honor.  I love the Lord 
with all my heart and love serving my pastor, first 
lady, and church family.

Thomas Edward "Eddie" 
Tolan (1908 ð 1967) was an 
African-American athlete, 
winner of two gold medals at 
the 1932 Summer Olympics.  
Born in Denver, Colorado, 
Eddie Tolan, also an American 
football player, won Michigan 
state championships as a high 
school boy. When he studied 
at the University of Michigan, 
Tolan set a World Record of 
9.5 in the 100 yard dash, which 
gained him instantaneous fame 
in his home country. That 
same year, he also equaled the 
World Record in the 100 me-
ter on numerous occasions.  

In 1932, by then winner of 
several AAU Championships, 
Tolan qualifies for the 100 
meter and 200 meter in the 
Olympic Games to be held in 
Los Angeles, although Ralph 
Metcalfe beats him twice in 
the Olympic trials. However, 
the finishing order at the 
Games themselves is the other 
way round; Tolan set two 
Olympic records to win both 
sprint events. Remarkably, 
neither Tolan nor Metcalfe 
was part of the American 4 x 
100 meter relay team, which 
nevertheless won that event in 
a new World Record 

After the Games, Tolan quit 
running, although he did use 
his talent to run in several 
professional races later on. 
Tolan later became a vaude-
ville performer and, eventually, 
a school teacher. He died in 
Detroit, Michigan, at the age 
of 58 of a heart attack.

Matthews, SC. Pastor Mintz was educated 
in the public schools of Orangeburg Con-
solidated School District 5 and graduating 
with honors, he furthered his education at 
the University of South Carolina 
(Columbia Campus) College of Biology.  

Pastor Mintz is married to Elect Lady 
Wanda (Guess) Mintz. This union is abun-
dantly blessed with six children. Jonathan, 
Julai, Justin, Jayden, and the dancing twins 
Joshua and Jackson have brought much 
joy to this young coupleõs life. Needless to 
say, there is never a dull moment in their 
presence! 

Pastor Mintz was called to the ministry 
while he was a member of the St. James 
Church of God under the leadership of 
his grandfather Bishop L. W. Mintz. He 
served faithfully there as the Minister of 
Music and on many other committees.  
The Mintz family was introduced to the 
Way of the Cross Church of Christ by the 
late Bishop Harold K. Clarkson. They 

joined this great 
organization via 
Miracle WOTCC 
in Cameron, SC, 
on January 8, 
2006. Continuing 
the mission in 
Vance, SC, which 
M i n .  M i n t z 
founded in 2004, 
he worked faithfully and fervently to pro-
mote the spreading of the gospel of Jesus 
Christ. From the òPineland Street Mis-
sion,ó as it was affectionately called, was 
birthed the ministry he now pastors: Stand 
for Christ Way of the Cross Church of 
Christ. 

Pastor Mintz is currently employed by the 
Methodist Oaks PACE Center in Orange-
burg, SC, as a Recreational Therapist. He 
is also the Minister of Music for the South 
Carolinian Diocese under the leadership 
of Bishop Dr. Roosevelt Fulton. Pastor 
Mintz is an òenergeticó man of God that 
endeavors to give his all in the work of the 
Lord and to the advancement of the King-
dom of God. 

The Elder Theodore L. Barber Scholar-
ship Foundation has awarded over 
$40,000 in scholarships to youth of the 
Way of the Cross attending colleges 
around the nation.  This foundation con-
tinues to award scholarships by partnering 
with local colleges and universities and 
presenting a play on the life of Thurgood 
Marshall.  This year on February 25, they 
teamed with Bowie University's Perform-
ing Arts Center and presented a double 
feature:  A concert by the 2010 Stellar 
Award Winning Oxon Hill High School 
Choir and a play on the life of Thurgood 
Marshall FULL TRUTH.  The play is 
written by Judge Paul Handy and features 
a cast of judges and dignitaries: 

Maryland Court of Appeals’ Chief 
Judge Robert Bell portrayed Thurgood 
Marshall.  Lieutenant Governor An-
thony Brown portrayed Spottswood Rob-
inson.  Judge Sheila Tillerson-Adams 

portrayed Buster, Marshallõs first wife.  
U.S. Magistrate Judge Susan Gauvey 
portrayed the University of Maryland 
School of Law Admissions Officer who 
denies Marshall admission to its law 
school in 1930.  Judge Larnzell Martin 
portrayed Walter White.  Judge Thur-
man Rhodes portrayed Robert Carter.  
Judge Nicholas Cobbs portrayed John 
Davis, Marshallõs opposing counsel.  
Judge Albert Northrop portrayed the 
voice of the U.S. Supreme Court.  Kath-
leen Kennedy Townsend presented 
opening remarks.  The play was held in 
Bowie State Universityõs MLK Centerõs 
Meyers Auditorium, Bowie, MD.  Tickets 
were  $20; $10 for students with ID.  Pro-
ceeds used to award scholarships to Bowie 
students and local college students.

During Ralph Metcalfe’s (1910ð
1978) sophomore year at Mar-
quette, Metcalfe equaled the 
World Record of 10.3 seconds in 
the 100 meter dash. He also 
matched the 200 meter World 
Record of 20.6 seconds. He com-
pleted the 1932 intercollegiate 
season by winning the first of 
three NCAA championships. 
Metcalfe competed in the 1932 
Olympics in Los Angeles, racing 
to virtual tie with Eddie Tolan in 
the 100 meters. After an exhaus-
tive review, officials awarded the 
gold medal to Tolan and silver 
medal to Metcalfe. The Marquette 
sprinter also earned a bronze 
medal in the 200 meters in LA. 
Metcalfe remained a world class 
runner. He was also an accom-
plished student and a campus 
leader. In 1933, he was inducted 
into Alpha Sigma Nu. Metcalfe 
was also elected president of the 
Marquette University senior class. 
He graduated cum laude in 1936. 
In 1936, Metcalfe qualified for his 
second Olympic team. Competing 
in Berlin, he earned his 3rd and 
4th Olympic medals: a silver 
medal in the 200 meters and a 
gold medal as part of the 4 x 100 
relay team. During his career, in 
track Metcalfe equaled or bettered 
13 World Records. 
Returning from Berlin, Metcalfe 
accepted a teaching and coaching 
position at Xavier University, 
eventually developing five na-
tional champions in track and 
field. Following military service in 
World War II, Ralph Metcalfe 
moved to Chicago and ran for 
elected office. He entered politics 
as a Chicago alderman, eventually 
rising to president pro tempore of 
the Chicago Common Council. In 
1970, he won the first of four 
successful campaigns for the U.S. 
House of Representatives, repre-
senting the Illinois' 1st congres-
sional district. Rep. Metcalfe was a 
co-founder of the Congressional 
Black Caucus. He also introduced 
the Congressional resolution that 
officially established Black History 
Month. He died in 1978.

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Stand for Christ Ministries, 
Inc. began in April 2004. 
We, at the time, were just a 
small group of believers 
wanting to spread the gospel 
of Jesus Christ to a dying 
world. We had no formal 
name to call ourselves; we 
just worked. Bro. Johnathan 
Mintz, the visionary, along 
with Sis. Wanda Mintz, Eld. John Harri-
son, Bishop Clevion Ferguson, Mother 
Dorell Ferguson, and Sis. Lavern Battle 
walked the streets of Orangeburg, SC, and 
North, SC preaching and passing out 
tracks.  As the crowds began to grow we 
began to hold bible studies in the homes 
of converts as well as in the home of Bro. 
and Sis. Mintz.  Many souls received 
Christ and many were healed. 

One day, in preparation to get t-shirts 
made, we began to inquire about a name 
to call our little group.  A few days later 
and after much prayer, Sis. Lavern called 
Bro. Mintz with a nameñStand for 
Christ. Although the name was not readily 
accepted, it stayed in Bro. Mintzõs mind 
constantly resurfacing among the other 
desired names.  Finally, the name was 
adopted. 

Bro. Mintz went on to further his accep-
tance of the call of God into ministry and 
preached his initial sermon on Saturday, 
November 20, 2004, at St. James Church 
of God where his grandfather, Bishop 
L.W. Mintz, is the pastor.  Under the lead-
ership of Bishop Mintz, Min. Mintz, in 

October of 2006, opened a 
mission in Vance, SC, where 
he and his family resided.  
They used a church building 
owned by Eld. Ida Brown.  
Although services were only 
held on Wednesdays, the Lord 
wrought many victories in this 
òBetheló spot.  In January 
2007, Min. Mintz and family 

joined Miracle WOTCC under the leader-
ship of the late Bishop Harold K. Clark-
son.  During this time, the Lord really 
propelled the mission.  Souls were bap-
tized and filled with the Holy Ghost.  
Outreach/óOpen Airó services and reviv-
als began to sweep the little town of 
Vance and before long the word was out 
that Pineland was on the move. 

In October 2008, the Lord spoke to Min. 
Mintz and confirmed it through both men 
and women of God that the ministry 
should expand to Orangeburg, SC.  The 
building, furniture, instruments, sound 
system, and all were by divine interven-
tion, quickly acquired.  So, on December 
7, 2008, Stand for Christ Ministries held 
its Grand Opening and Dedication Ser-
vice.  The Lord has been blessing the min-
istry bountifully.  Souls are still being bap-
tized and filled with the Holy Ghost, 
healed, and delivered!  God has brought 
this ministry a long way in a short period 
of time.  If this is indicative of how He 
will continue to move, Stand for Christ 
Ministries, Inc. is sure to stand the test of 
time.

Alice Coachman (Davis) was 
the first African-American woman 
to win an Olympic gold medal 
and the only American woman to 
win a gold medal in the 1948 
Olympics in London.  She was 
born November 9, 1923 in Al-
bany, GA.  When she was young, 
blacks could not participate in 
organized athletic activities in 
Southern schools and YMCAs.  
Therefore, Alice trained for sprint 
events in fields and dirt roads and 
jumped barefoot at a neighbor-
hood playground.  In 1939, at the 
age of 16, she received at scholar-
ship to attend Tuskegee Prepara-
tory School.  Before classes be-
gan, she competed in the women's 
track and field national champion-
ship.  She broke the high school 
and collegiate high jump records 
without wearing shoes.  Also at 
Tuskegee, she ran on the national 
champion 4x100-meter relay team 
in 1941 and 1942.  In 1943, she 
won the AAU nationals in the 
running high jump and the 50-
yard dash.  In 1946, she received a 
trade degree from Tuskegee Insti-
tute and enrolled in Albany State 
College. 
Although many athletic competi-
tions were restricted by World 
War II, Coachman won 25 na-
tional titles, mainly for the high 
jump.  She won consecutive titles 
in the AAU competitions and was 
the national high jump champion 
for ten years. She won the out-
door 50-meter dash from 1943 
through 1947, the indoor 50-
meter dash in 1945 and 1948, and 
the outdoor 100-meter in 1942, 
1945, and 1946. The 1940 and 
1944 Olympic Games were can-
celled due to World War II.  In 
1948, the XIV Olympiad was held 
in London, England. Coachman 
qualified for the 1948 Olympic 
team with a 5 feet, 4 inch jump, 
which broke the record of 5 feet, 
3-1/4 inches set in 1932. At the 
Olympic Games, Coachman had a 
back problem. However, she 
jumped 5 feet, 6-1/4 inches on 
her first try, a record-breaking 
jump for which she earned the 
gold medal.  Coachman's record 
was not broken until two Olympi-
ads later.

She cre-
ated the Alice Coachman Track 
and Field Foundation to help 
other athletes and former Olympi-
ans adjust to life after the games.  
In 1975, she was inducted into the 
National Track and Field Hall of 
Fame.  She was also inducted into 
the Black Athletes Hall of Fame, 
Bob Douglas Hall of Fame, 
Helm's Hall of Fame, the Georgia 
State Hall of Fame and the Tuske-
gee Hall of Fame.

Matthew "Mack" Robinson 
(July 18, 1912 ð March 12, 
2000) was an American ath-
lete, setting a world record and 
winning a silver medal in the 
Olympics.  He was the older 
brother of Baseball Hall of 
Fame member Jackie Robin-
son. 
He was born in Cairo, GA, in 
1912.  He and his siblings were 
left fatherless at an early age, 
leaving their mother, Mallie 
Robinson, as the sole support 
of the children.  She per-
formed in a variety of manual 
labor tasks, and moved with 
her children to Pasadena, CA, 
while the children were still 
young.  Mack remained in 
town for school, and set na-
tional junior college records in 
the 100 meter, 200 meter, and 
long jump at Pasadena City 
College. 
He placed second in the West-
ern Regional Olympic Tryouts 
in 1936, earning himself a 
place on the United States 
Olympic team.  He went on to 
win the silver medal in the 
men's 200 meters at the 1936 
Summer Olympics in Berlin, 
finishing just 0.4 seconds be-
hind Jesse Owens. 
Mack Robinson attended the 
University of Oregon, graduat-
ing in 1941. At the University 
of Oregon, he won numerous 
titles in NCAA, AAU, and 
Pacific Coast Conference track 
meets.  He has been honored 
as being one of the most dis-
tinguished graduates of the 
University of Oregon and is a 
member of the University of 
Oregon Hall of Fame and the 
Oregon Sports Hall of Fame 
Later in life, he was known for 
leading the fight against street 
crime in his home town of 
Pasadena. In 1997, the Pasa-
dena Robinson Memorial, 
dedicated to both Matthew 
and Jackie, was dedicated in 
1997.  He died of complica-
tions from diabetes, kidney  Page 8

world high jump record. How-

ever, Albritton will be remem-

bered best for his careerõs lon-

gevity. Apart from 1941 to 

1943, when he was in the ser-

vice, he competed in the AAU 

championship from 1936 

through 1951. He finished first 

(or equal first) on five occa-

sions, placed second once, and 

was third (or equal third) four 

times. Representing Ohio 

State he also finished first in 

the NCAA (1936-38) and was 

a notable performer on the 

indoor circuit, where his best 

mark was 6-8 (2.03), which he 

cleared in 1948 at the age of 

34. Albritton later went on to 

a career as a politician and in 

1966 was elected to the Ohio 

House of Representatives.

Cornelius Cooper Johnson 
(August 21, 1913-February 15, 
1946), track and field athlete, 
was born in Los Angeles, CA, 
the son of Shadreak Johnson, 
a plasterer; his mother's name 
is not known.  The elder John-
son had moved from Raleigh, 
NC, to California in 1893 for 
better economic and social 
opportunities.  Johnson first 
competed in organized track 
and field events at Berendo 
Junior High School in Los 
Angeles.  He achieved greater 
athletic success as a student at 
Los Angeles High School, 
competing statewide in the 
sprints and the high jump.  His 
skill as a high jumper earned 
him a position on the 1932 
U.S. Olympic team.  While 
only a junior in high school, 
Johnson tied veteran perform-
ers Robert van Osdel and 
George Spitz for first place at 
a height of 6' 6-5/8' at the 
1932 Amateur Athletic Union 
(AAU) Championship, which 
also served as the Olympic 
trials. 
One of four African Ameri-
cans representing the United 
States in track and field in the 
1932 Summer Olympic 
Games, Johnson performed 
admirably before a hometown 
crowd in Los Angeles, finish-
ing in a four-way tie for first 
place at 6' 51/2' with van Os-
del, Duncan McNaughton of 
Canada, and Simeon Toribo of 
the Philippines.  Since all four 
athletes had failed to clear 6' 
63/4' in regular competition, a 
jump-off was held to deter-
mine the gold, silver, and 
bronze medalists.  As a result 
of the jump-off, Johnson fin-
ished in fourth place, as 
McNaughton won the gold, 
van Osdel the silver, and 
Toribo the bronze. 
In 1933, Johnson graduated 
from high school and entered 
Compton Junior College in 
Pasadena, CA. That same year  Page 11

In 1934, 
he shared the outdoor AAU 
championship with Walter 
Marty, as both athletes topped 
a new meet record of 6' 8-5/8'.  
The following year he soared 
above all American high jump-
ers, winning both the indoor 
and outdoor AAU titles with a 
mark of 6' 7'. In 1936, John-
son finished second in a jump-
off against Ed Burke in the 
indoor AAU championship, 
after both performers com-
pleted regular competition at 
6' 81-5/16'.  In the outdoor 
AAU championship, which 
also served as the 1936 Olym-
pic trials, both Johnson and 
Dave Albritton of Ohio State 
University set a world record 
with jumps of 6' 93/4'. 
Berlin, Germany, then the 
capital of the National Social-
ist (Nazi) Third Reich, hosted 
the 1936 Summer Olympic 
Games.  By that time anti-
Semitic public policies had 
systematically removed Jews 
from nearly every aspect of 
German life.  American par-
ticipation in the "Nazi Olym-
pics" was hotly debated in the 
United States; African Ameri-
cans in particular were divided 
over sending athletes to Ger-
many.  While some maintained 
that a boycott of African-
American athletes would illu-
minate the racially discrimina-
tory practices of the United 
States, others argued that a 
triumphant demonstration of 
African-American athletic 
prowess would powerfully 
undermine both American and 
German racial insolence.  The 
United States sent to the 1936 
Olympics nineteen African 
Americans--twelve track and 
field performers, including two 
women; five boxers; and two 
weightlifters.  Johnson won 
the gold medal in the high  Page 12

(Cornelius Johnson continued) 
jump, setting an Olympic re-
cord performance of 6' 8' and 
leading an American sweep of 
the medals. Other African-
American trackmen, led by 
Jesse Owens's quadruple gold 
medal feat, won every running 
event from the 100 to the 800 
meters, the 400-meter relay, 
and the long jump. By captur-
ing silver and bronze medals 
in many of the same events, 
they discredited Nazi racial 
theories, but accomplished 
little in dispiriting American 
racism.  Johnson, rather than 
Owens, was the victim of 
Adolf Hitler's most pointed 
snub. After honoring German 
and Finnish medal winners, in 
accordance with his belief in 
Aryan superiority, the Nazi 
leader left the stadium before 
the conclusion of the high 
jump and did not congratulate 
the African-American medal-
ists. 
After the 1936 Olympics, 
Johnson's dominance over the 
high jump diminished rapidly.  
In 1937 he finished fourth in 
the 1937 indoor AAU champi-
onships, won by Ed Burke, 
and he lost to Albritton in the 
outdoor AAU contest.  John-
son, who later competed for 
the New York City Grand 
Street Boys Association, tied 
with Lloyd Thompson for the 
1938 indoor AAU title at 6' 6'.  
After retiring from the high 
jump, he became a letter car

(Cornelius Johnson continued) 
rier for the U.S. Post Office in  
Los Angeles, and in 1945 he 
joined the U.S. Merchant Ma-
rine and served as a baker on 
the Santa Cruz.  The following 
year Johnson developed bron-
chial pneumonia aboard ship; 
he died before the ship 
reached the San Francisco 
harbor. 
Although other aspects of his 
life may have been affected by 
discrimination and prejudice, 
Johnson was not denied op-
portunities to compete in track 
and field--except for the Nazi 
Olympics--because of his race. 
Unlike major league baseball 
and professional football, track 
and field had afforded African
-American performers the 
opportunity to participate 
since the late nineteenth cen-
tury. Although African Ameri-
cans were denied membership 
in exclusive amateur athletic 
organizations, such as the New 
York Athletic Club, they either 
formed their own athletic 
clubs--such as the New York 
City Grand Street Boys Asso-
ciation--or competed on the 
teams of predominately white 
colleges and universities in the 
North, Midwest, and West. 
Only in the South, where the 
AAU recognized and upheld 
the region's discriminatory 
practices, were African Ameri-
cans denied participation in 
track and field meets. Johnson 
and fellow African-American 
trackmen made their first sig-
nificant impact on the sport 
internationally in the 1936 
Olympics, and African Ameri-
cans have remained the main-
stay of American track and 
field superiority.

So December 12, was not an installation 
service for the Bethany family and the first family, but a triumphant 
shout in the ears of our enemies both naturally and spiritually.  The 
Bethany family has had many battles since that day, but we are 
òMoving Forward In Victory,ó which is the theme that God had 
inspired our òJoshuaó to give to the fellow Bethanites as the war cry 
for the year 2010 - WE WIN!!!

Wilma Glodean Rudolph 

was born on June 23, 1940, in 

Clarksville, TN, to Ed & 

Blanche Rudolph,  Wilmaõs 

parents were hard-working, 

honest stock, however, with 

the impact of the Great De-

pression still affecting millions 

of Americans, they were very 

poor.  Ed worked as a railroad 

porter and Blanche as a house-

keeper to wealthy while fami-

lies. 

Wilma was the 20th child of 

22 born to this family, born 

prematurely and at only 4.5 

pounds.  She was born with 

Polio and as a result of the 

disease was crippled and was 

unable to attend school.  Her 

mother educated her at home 

in her early childhood, also 

having to take her to a hospital 

for blacks 50 miles from their 

home twice a week and rub-

bing Wilma's legs four times a 

day on account of her polio.  

Wilma eventually attended a 

segregated school when she 

was seven, but was unable to 

walk normally until she was 

12. 

In junior high, Wilma's sister 

Yolanda joined the school 

basketball team, which sparked 

Wilma's interest who also 

joined the team. Clinton Gray, 

the school coach, was reluc-

tant to play Wilma, and she 

had to sit out the first two 

years with the school team on 

the bench. She got her oppor-

tunity in her sophomore year 

as standing guard and setting 

state records for scoring and 

leading her team to champion-

ship. She was spotted by the  Page 15

As a result of her time with 

Tennessee State track coach, 

she got a scholarship to the 

university and received a 

Bachelor's degree in 1963, 

after taking time out to be-

come the international track 

superstar that she is now fa-

mous for. 

Wilma won inclusion to be 

part of the USA Olympic team 

for the 1956 Olympics in Mel-

bourne, Australia, at the age of 

16. That year she won an 

Olympic bronze as part of the 

4x100-meter relay USA team. 

However, her ultimate accom-

plishment came in 1960 at the 

Olympic Games in Rome 

where she won three gold 

medals for the 100-meter, 200-

meter and 4x100-meter relay. 

As a result of these amazing 

accomplishments, she won the 

James E. Sullivan Award as 

the top amateur athlete in the 

US.  

After her successes on the 

track she became a teacher, 

coach, and sports commenta-

tor. In 1963, she married 

Robert Eldridge and the cou-

ple had four children: Yolanda 

(1958), Djuanna (1964), 

Robert Jr. (1965) and Xurry 

(1971). Wilma wrote her auto-

biography in 1977, entitled 

'Wilma' which was later 

adapted into a television 

movie.
