LeMuel ñLaMontò Eley was born in Henderson, NC, on January 3, 
1980, to LeMuel Thomas and Wanda Alston Eley.   He is the third of 
five children, the second oldest son. As a young boy he loved to 
laugh, play football, swim, wrestle, and play the drums, bass, and 
keyboard.  He attends Greater Ransom WOTCC in Henderson, NC, 
where Apostle Johnnie L. Alston is the pastor. Apostle Alston is not 
only his pastor, but his grandfather. (He is the father of Wanda Alston 
Eley [late Geneva Alston]).  Apostle Alston is now married to Mother 
Joyce Alston. Min. Eley was baptized at the age of 13 in October of 
1993 at a revival where the guest speaker, Evangelist Philip Camp-
bell from Bibleway Church, Danville, VA, ran the service that night. 
On Sunday night, June 18, 1999, he received that precious gift of the 
Holy Ghost.
