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The letter that the apostle 
Paul wrote to the Jewish nation, 
known as the book of Hebrews, 
was similar to the letter written to 
the church of Corinth. Other letters 
were also written to other churches 
that Paul saw the need to minister 
to as the Lord led him to do so. 
But in this letter that Paul wrote, 
he was speaking specifically to the 
Jewish nation. Paul wrote this letter 
because the Jews were being con-
verted to Christians and the Jews 
wanted to reverse their conversion in 
order to go back to Judaism. They 
wanted to revert back because of 
the persecution that was happening 
to the Christians. The apostle Paul 
had been converted to a Christian 
when God dealt with him on the 
road to Damascus. His conversion 
was one of the most significant 
conversions recorded.  The reason 
why Paulªs conversion was so im-
portant was because he was for-
merly a persecutor of Christians but 
he was afterward converted into a 
Christian himself.  

Paul was known to some 
as a persecutor, and to others as a 
man who was just doing his job. 
He was deeply concerned about the 
Jewish nation because some of the 
Jews wanted to reverse their con-
version from the Christian belief, as 
previously stated. Hebrews 6:1 
states: "Therefore leaving the princi-
ples of the doctrine of Christ, let us 
go on unto perfection, not laying 
again the foundation of repentance 
from dead works, and of faith to-
ward God.¬  The apostle Paul was 
emphasizing in the book of Hebrews 
that there is no need to go back, 

for you have already repented from 
your dead works and the founda-
tion has already been laid. Now is 
the time to move on to perfection. 
Some people say that perfection is 
becoming like Christ, but the real 
definition is carrying oneself as a 
Christ- like person.  

I can only imagine the 
sense of frustration, but yet the 
compassion, that Paul must have 
had in his mind. Paul can relate 
with the Jews for he was a Jew-
ish rabbi himself who converted 
from Judaism to Christianity. As it 
is written in Hebrews 6:4 - 6, «It 
is impossible for those who were 
once enlightened, and have tasted 
of the heavenly gift, and were 
made partakers of the Holy Ghost, 
And have tasted the good word of 
God, and the powers of the world 
to come, If they shall fall away, 
to renew them again unto repent-
ance£¬ In other words, Paul is 
trying to tell the Jews that it is 
simply unnecessary for you to be 
converted once again to Judaism. 
While studying this passage of 
scripture, I could relate to what 
Paul was saying. There comes a 
time in life where you can look at 
your own life and see some of 
the mistakes that you have made 
before you came to Christ. After 
you have matured in Christ you 
can reminisce about where God 
has brought you from, instead of 
falling back into those same de-
structive habits. 

The Jews did not believe 
Jesus could be the Messiah be-
cause of their unbelief. They did 
not know that the God in heaven

could be the God in flesh at the 
same time. It is recorded in Acts 
2:36: «Therefore let all the house 
of Israel know assuredly that God 
hath made that same Jesus, whom 
ye have crucified, both Lord and 
Christ.¬ These same people were 
the ones demanding his crucifixion, 
and saw him die on the cross as 
prophesied in the Old Testament.  
They also heard of the testimonies 
of how he rose from the dead, and 
knew how no one could do that but 
God. After you understand the doc-
trine of Christ and the teachings of 
Christ you understand that there is 
only one God. If He chose to lay 
down His life and raise it back up 
because of the love that was al-
ready seen as necessary for the 
conversion of the Jews to Christian-
ity, then God would do just that.  

Lastly, sometimes the devil 
will try to deceive you and make 
you act as if you do not know who 
God is, but the one thing he can-
not take away is the enlightenment 
that in turn begins the conversion 
from a sinner to a Christian. This 
conversion means accepting who 
God is and receiving the promise of 
the Holy Ghost. Personally, I cannot 
and will not even consider going 
back, nor try to build on another 
foundation for my life in order to 
reach perfection. That foundation 
has already been laid by Jesus 
Christ. Instead, I will continue to 
press toward the mark of the high 
calling which in Christ Jesus.  
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The Lord is always working to take His peo-
ple forward into greater revelation of who He is, that 
we might share in the experience of His presence, 
discover the joy of committed, loving relationships, and 
find the inner fulfillment of living with purpose.  Ex. 
15:22 

Even when we follow where the Lord leads, 
we will encounter times of dryness.  Dryness in our 
walk with God does not necessarily mean we are in 
the wrong place. Often, dryness coincides with a 
sense of disappointment, frustration and unmet expec-
tations. Our personal dryness and frustration is not an 
excuse to fix blame or point the finger at others.  
The answer to a dry life is not to take matters into 
our own hands but rather to cry out to the Lord.  

As the Lord brings us provision, He also calls 
us to a higher level of obedience. The Lord is inter-
ested in not just meeting our needs, but seeing faith-
fulness arises in us.  When God calls us to greater 
obedience, He does so in order to unfold greater 
blessing. Godªs provision is well able to meet our 
need with abundance if we will only move forward 
with Him.  Any decision to really trust God and move 
forward will experience a strong attack, often even 
occurring after seasons of tremendous breakthrough 
and victory. 

The enemy uses many schemes that work to 
destroy our walk with God and keep us from moving 
forward. THESE INCLUDE: an attitude of complaint 
and grumbling, undermining the Lordªs vision through 
our words and actions, and giving voice to an accu-
satory spirit against leadership, either publicly or be-
hind the scenes. 

The temptation to attack others when we are 
frustrated and disappointed is a divisive tactic of the 
enemy that tends to reoccur with each new trial in 
life.  Moving forward in our walk with God depends 
on our learning to believe in and trust Him day by 
day.  Faithful, loving obedience is the framework for 
being able to recognize and receive God©s provision. 
A reliance on mere human reasoning and effort will 
never result in true blessing and advancement.  Mov-
ing forward isnªt possible unless we trust God even 
when He doesnªt seem to make sense. We should 

be careful not to forget the Lordªs faithfulness to us 
or ever take it for granted, yet we canªt live in yes-
terday.  We must choose to trust God today and 
move forward. 

"...Do not [earnestly] remember the former 
things; neither consider the things of old. Behold, I 
am doing a new thing! Now it springs forth; do you 
not perceive and know it and will you not give heed 
to it? I will even make a way in the wilderness and 
rivers in the desert..." -  Isaiah 43: 18 - 19 

God does not want us to be backward look-
ing, going through life looking in the rear vision mir-
ror. But we so often canªt help ourselves. We re-
member the hurts of the past and the mistakes we 
made. We can only reflect on some things we feel 
were done right to bless others and there we can find 
satisfaction in knowing that the Lord is pleased. There 
are many personal goals that all of us did not fulfill, 
so it is best to thank God for the positives and not 
dwell on the negative. We must understand that the 
Bible tells us to press on towards the mark of the 
high calling in Christ Jesus. We are in a race and 
we canªt go back and retrieve any time lost from the 
previous year. 

Itªs time now to look ahead and focus on 
whatªs before us. God wants to do a new thing in 
our lives. He wants us to rise up to our full potential 
in Him. He has called us to do mighty things. He 
will even make a way when we feel lost, and refresh 
us when weªre burning in the heat. 

We have got to keep on moving forward. Itªs 
only in moving forward that we ever accomplish what 
God has called us too. We canªt stay where weªre 
at, nor can we go backwards. The only direction we 
can go is forward. Yes, it can be hard ® but itªs the 
only way if we want to move on in God and grow.  

Donªt be afraid to keep moving on.  For 
what was before, now has gone.  God wants to ac-
complish so much more.  But we need to move for-
ward in the Lord -  M.S. Lowndes.

day and night. And he shall be 
like a tree planted by the rivers of 
water, that bringeth forth his fruit in 
his season; his leaf also shall not 
wither; and whatsoever he doeth 
shall prosper. The ungodly are not 
so: but are like the chaff which the 
wind driveth away. Therefore the 
ungodly shall not stand in the 
judgment, nor sinners in the con-
gregation of the righteous. For the 
LORD knoweth the way of the 
righteous: but the way of the un-
godly shall perish. 

 Therefore, my spiritual 
foundation must consist of my de-

the word, that ye may grow there-
by: If so be ye have tasted that 
the Lord is gracious. To whom 
coming, as unto a living stone, 
disallowed indeed of men, but 
chosen of God, and precious, Ye 
also, as lively stones, are built up 
a spiritual house, an holy priest-
hood, to offer up spiritual sacrific-
es, acceptable to God by Jesus 
Christ (1 Peter 2:2 - 5).
